. Study and sail within the Right of Way rules.

. Be a team player - get along with your fellow sailors.

. Be considerate in success and failure, victory or defeat. (be a good sport)

- Use good language - the use of profanity, obscene language, or obscene gestures is not permitted.
- Remember that your actions both on and off the water reflect upon you and our club.

- NEVER participate in any physical violence, fighting etc. under any circumstances.

- NEVER participate in any illegal activity, including possession or consumption of any illegal
substances, or the supply of such substances, the supply of alcohol or tobacco to minors, stealing
or destruction of property of any kind, conduct of a gross, obscene or loud nature.

- Avoid making loud or excessive noise which may result in the disturbance of other participants,
other club users or members of the public.

- Avoid the display of any material, signage and/or wearing of any article of clothing bearing profane,
suggestive or improper words or designs.

- Wear a Coast Guard approved lifejacket anytime while on the docks or in a boat.
