I’m writing this note to you all on Friday February 23

rd
 and can you believe two days ago it was a sunny 75 degrees at my house and 

now it’s cold, rainy and dreary again.  Last year this is the weekend I put my boat in the water!  Well, not this year.  Maybe in a 
couple of more weeks if we get a warm day again I’ll have the opportunity to wash and wax Willow Rose and then she’ll be in the 
water awaiting the cruises I’ve lined up for this season. Speaking of that, there have been a few tweaks to the cruise schedule as well 
as a few things firmed up.  (Please reference the schedule on the next page for all the dates, destinations and happenings.) 
 
The first cruise that I want to update you one is the “Land Cruise” on March 24

th
 to Chester County, PA wine country and shopping in 

Kennett Square.  The registration for this event is now open.  It was sent out thru Constant Contact at the following link (copy and 
paste into your web browser).  The flyer is also attached after the cruise schedule.

By using this link to sign up you can pre-pay with a credit card (or mail a check to the club if you want).  It also allows me to easily 
track who has committed or not.  We must have a certain number of people signed up to pay for the bus and buffet so please do not 
hesitate.  You can also call me at 610-308-8708 to register.  This is going to be a great day out so don’t miss this one. 
 
The first boating cruise on the schedule is the annual fleet “Shake Down” on Friday April 20

th
 thru Sunday April 22.  I’ve changed the 

dates from what was previously published and the destination this year is Tidewater Marina in Havre De Grace.  They are glad to 
hear that we want to come back this year and have penciled us in for these dates.  I will send a notice around at the end of March 
reminding all to call and register for a slip if you are going to go by boat.  We also have use of the picnic area that is to the right of 
the ship’s store.  Marina contact: Jeff Cook, Store Manager, Tidewater Marina, 443-209-1143,  
JeffC@TidewaterMarina.com.  This will be the first “FLT” (Fleet Locker with a Twist) cruise. 
 
Next on the schedule is the Memorial Day Cruise to Baltimore Yacht Club for their opening weekend.  (Friday May 25

th
 thru Monday 

May 28
th
.)  I’ve already contacted them about NERYC Cruisers attending and they eagerly awaiting our return this year.  Their 

opening day committee will send out a notice to all clubs about a month before and at that time I will share all the info so we can 
sign up and attend. (FLT cruise) 
Another cruise / raft up that I know is going to be a great night is the “Raft up at the Murrays”.  We moved the date for this to 
Saturday night June 16

th
.  John and Judy are planning on having entertainment on their beach and I will share additional details 

when the time gets closer.  NERYC is going to crash the “Isle”! (FLT cruise) 
 
The last cruise that I want to update you on currently is the “June Short Cruise” which consists of a raft up Friday night June 22

nd
 in 

Still Pond and then on to Tolchester Marina for Saturday night June 23
rd
.  I’ve contacted the marina already and they have blocked 

off 15 slips for now.  I’ve already called to register Willow Rose for this trip to get the ball rolling.  The contact number is 410-778-
1400.  Reference “NERYC” when calling.  The slip rate will be $2.75 per ft. plus electric.  There is a 48-hour cancellation policy with 
check in time being 12 PM and check out 11 AM.  They have two bands scheduled for Saturday afternoon and evening and another 
set for Sunday.  (FLT cruise) 
 
On an end note, I know it’s early in the season, but I am looking for an assistant fleet captain to help with some of these cruises.  
Duties would include helping plan and execute activities for participants, help shuttle paper goods and fleet locker to/from the 
events.  (Yes, I’m going to bring back the fleet locker but with a major twist – see below.)  Help collect fleet locker donations and 
assist with keeping paper goods / plates / etc. stocked.  Assist with Skunk Flag prize awards throughout the cruise season (assistant 
FC is exempt from “winning” the skunk flag).  Please note that volunteering to be the assistant does not automatically sign you up 

for Fleet Captain in 2019.  That is IPC Paul Miller’s job to talk you into that .

Fleet Locker Twist

For this yearôs cruise season, I am planning a ñFleet Locker Twist Cruise Raffleò and here is how

Iôve donated an Ozark Trail 52-Quart High -Performance Cooler (see photo below) that will serve 
as a small portion of the end of season prize.  This raffle will be open to anyone who attends the 
cruises and earns entry tickets into the Fleet Locker Twist Ra ffle.   

How do you earn entries you ask?   
 

Hereôs how: Starting with the Shakedown cruise, you can earn an entry ticket (one per person 
per cruise only) by bringing a bottle of wine, a bottle of liquor or at least a 12 pack of beer to 
serve as órationsô on the cruise.  Attend the main gathering of the cruise as designated by the

rations will be set up as a fleet bar for the cruise attendees to enjoy and the ot her half will be 

stowed away to serve as the other portion of could be the greatest prize on all the Chesapeake 
Bay.  The cooler and the stowed rations will be given away at the Commodoreôs Ball on 
November 3 rd , 2018 to one lucky entry ticket holder.  The potential size of this prize is huge!   

 
So, to summarize the Fleet Locker Twist Raffle:  

¶ Attend and bring a bottle of wine or spirits or 12 pack of GOOD beer to earn a ticket 
(Pabst Blue Ribbon needs to be a c ase)  

o limit one per person per cruise  

¶ Watch as the stowed rations grows throughout the cruise season  
o The cooler will be used to securely hold the entry tickets  

o The Fleet Captain may enlist volunteers to store some of the rations  
¶ Hope your ticket is drawn du ring the Commodoreôs Ball  

o (need not be present for the drawing but Iôd prefer if you were) 

¶ The Fleet Captain and Asst. Fleet Captain will have final say on disbursement of rations, 
raffle entries and any disputes that arise.
