Parent/guardian responsible for sailors’ transport to the event & must be in attendance on regatta 
travel days 
Program coordinator will provide logistical support, Staff will provide coaching & on water support  

Parents are responsible for payment of all NERYC program fees + NERYC regatta activity fees* + 

event entry fees** + association affiliation dues + personal transport to events + any 
accommodation & meals if applicable 
Parents may be asked to assist with towing trailers to events 
 

* NERYC Regatta Activity Fees are determined on number of sailors attending an event, if the date 
is within regular camp hours, and the related additional transport, staffing and support costs etc. 
They will be applied to regattas attended by the sailor and BILLED AT THE END OF JULY (fees vary 
but the general range is $50-$100 per event per day). Sailors who register and attend for more than 
4 Racer sessions/weeks, will receive $5 discount per regatta day off their regatta activity fees. 

** Regatta entry fees vary but range approx. $20 - $50 per individual, per day, per event. We 
recommend sailors to join Chesapeake Yacht Racing Assoc (CBYRA) to enjoy the benefit of 
discounted regatta entry fees.

MAY 1 to JUNE 1 2026, refunds will be subject to 50% cancellation fee and excludes any 
convenience fees paid.
